	 • Each player takes six cards 

• From the six cards, the player makes two 2-digit numbers whose sum is as close to 100 as they can get (uses four cards) 

• The player's score is the difference from 100 (for example, 73 + 19 = 92 and a score of 8) 

• Payers take four new cards (keeping the two they did not previously use) and play again.
